Open Youth Pet Show Parade 

• Youth ages 5-8 may participate in the pet show/parade with small pets only – no livestock or large animals 
permitted. This age group will receive participation ribbon only. 

• All youth in this category must have an adult present in control of the animal at all times. 
• Registration - Monday, July 18 – 4-8 p.m. Register for show at the Assembly Hall at the 4-H Camp. Meet at 

Pavilion area at 1:45 pm on Tuesday, July 19th to prepare for the show. 
• Domesticated pets only. Livestock animals, including but not limited to, cattle, sheep, goats, swine, equine, are 

not permitted.  
• All animals must have some form of restraint (leash, cage, pet carrier, etc.). 
• All participants are responsible for cleaning up after their animals or will forfeit their prize and/or any ribbons. 

 
Open Pet Contest Rules and Requirements:  

1. Youth ages 8 – 18 may participate in the Pet Contest and Show. Youth must be 8 by June 30, 2022 
2. Registration - Monday, July 18 – 4-8 p.m. Register for contest at the Assembly Hall at the 4-H Camp. Meet at 

Pavilion area at 1:45 pm on Tuesday, July 19th to prepare for the show. 
3. Exhibitors may only have one (1) entry per category excluding the Best of Show category. If an exhibitor has 

more than one animal qualify for the Best of Show category, the exhibitor will need to designate an individual to 
show the animal. 

4. Domesticated pets only. Livestock animals, including but not limited to, cattle, sheep, goats, swine, equine, are 
not permitted.  

5. Animals shown in miscellaneous category cannot be poisonous. 
6. All animals must have some form of restraint (leash, cage, pet carrier, etc.). 
7. All exhibitors are responsible for cleaning after their animals or will forfeit their prize and/or any ribbons 

received. 
 
Health Requirements: 
All pets should be current on required vaccinations.  
 
Pet Show and Contest Categories: 

1. Cats 
2. Dogs 
3. Hamsters 
4. Guinea Pigs 
5. Miscellaneous 

 
Pet Contest Prizes: 
1st, 2nd and 3rd place ribbons and premiums and best pet in category. Premiums paid are 1st place - $3, 2nd place - $2, 3rd 
place - $1. Best Pet in each category receives a Rosette. Special prizes with a chance to win additional prizes will go to:

2. Most Unusual 
3. Best Dressed 
4. Best of Show
